Required in gtPathways Categories:

Criteria for Global Learning

Competency in Global Learning refers to a student’s ability to critically analyze and engage with complex, interdependent global systems
and legacies (such as natural, physical, social, cultural, economic, and political) and their implications for people’s lives and the earth’s
sustainability. Through global learning, students should 1) become informed, open-minded, and responsible people who are attentive to
diversity across the spectrum of differences, 2) seek to understand how their actions affect both local and global communities, and 3)
address the world’s most pressing and enduring issues collaboratively and equitably.

Student Learning Outcomes (students should be able to...):
Build Global Self-Awareness

e FEvaluate how their own and other’s actions at the local level impact the natural and human world at the global level.

Examine Perspective

e Recognize and reflect on other’s perspectives (such as cultural, disciplinary, and ethical) when investigating subjects within
natural and human systems.

Address Cultural Diversity

e Make connections between the worldviews, power structures, and experiences of multiple cultures historically or in contemporary
contexts.

Share Personal and Social Responsibility

e Address ethical, social, and environmental challenges within local or global systems
e Identify a range of actions or solutions informed by one’s sense of personal and civic responsibility
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Comment [IKM1]: SS faculty commented,
“Global doesn't cover diversity. It needs to be a
primary competency. It should include diversity,
inclusion, intercultural reference, global, social
justice, equity, and inclusivity. The title of "global
learning” should be changed because the term
doesn't cover that broader” (SS3).

Recommendations:

1. Rename “Global Learning” to “Diversity and
Global Learning” and embed the items above (like
social justice) into this competency.

Or

2. Adopt the LEAP VALUE rubric for “Intercultural
Knowledge and Competence.”

3. Blend the two competencies.
